Ladies and Gentlemen:

For centuries, rituals and ceremonies have been used to mark unique events in people’s lives. By being here together today as a community of family and friends, we are witnessing and celebrating the marriage of …Groom & Bride…. 

This ceremony is a symbol of the love that has led them here and marks a watershed in their relationship. It is the most meaningful way they know of communicating and sharing their joy at being together. It is a statement to all of you who know them that they have found love, friendship, and support that they wish to share for the rest of their lives. 

This ceremony provides the opportunity to bring friends and family together, to impart this message of love and commitment, and for everyone to celebrate in their happiness.  Marriage is all about laying down one’s life for his or her partner.  The poet Roy Croft once wrote:  I love you, not for what you are, but what I am, when I am with you.  I love you not only for what you have made of yourself, but what you are making of me.  I love you for the part of me that you bring out.  You have done it without a touch, without a sign. You have done it by being yourself.

Candle ceremony
Bride and Groom are going to light their unity candle, a symbol of their marriage 

relationship.
